I’m proud 

to share our 2019 annual report, which demonstrates that we have not only found ways 

to stay relevant, but to continue to innovate. Some highlights of the past year include: 

•	 Eliminating overdue fines, restoring library card access 

to thousands of Maricopa County residents

•	 Boosting our digital collection, use of which has increased by 16% compared to last year 

•	 Increasing active cardholders by 15% compared to 2018

•	 Processing 41,635 card renewals online, a 19% increase vs. 2018

•	 Holding more than 6,700 programs for kids, teens, and adults 

that attracted more than 160,000 attendees

•	 Improving summer reading program completion rates to a countywide average of 44%
